An unfortunate on-the-job incident involving both
a male and female employee of the 154th Composite
Group is currently under investigation. The allegations
are serious and the incident a complex one due to the
many elements involved; not the least of which is appar-
ent, sexual harassment. Although the 154th Composite
Group record in the prevention of sexual harassment has
been excellent in the past, I feel it’s necessary and timely
to reiterate the Hawaii National Guard’s policy on this
issue.

First, a definition. What constitutes sexual harass-
ment? It can be words, actions, or any combination of the
two. Itincludes obvious things, like a suggestion to have sex,
orunwanted touching or grabbing; or more subtle things like
repeated comments about a person’s physical appearance,
constantly brushing up against someone, displaying sexually
explicit pictures, or any ather sexually oriented words or
actions that make an employee’s working environment of-
fensive or uncomfortable.

Sexual harassment is unacceptable behavior and
violates Section 703, Title VI of the 1964 Civil Rights Act,
as amended.

Sexual harassment is detrimental to employee mo-
rale, our productivity in the workplace, unit cohesion and to
mission accomplishment or readiness, just to name a few.
It's a prohibited personnel practice and is unlawful,

All that’s said; what is the Hawaii National Guard's
policy? We are committed to the prevention of sexual
harassment and fully recognize the right of every employee,
... male, female, technician, civilianormilitary . . . .to work
in an environment free from unsolicited and unwelcome
overturesof a sexual nature. All ofus fromthetopdown have
the responsibility to maintain high standards of honesty,
integrity, impartiality and conduct to assume the proper
performance of our mission. Sexual harassment violates
these standards and negatively impacts our readiness, as well
as undermines the integrity of the employment relationship.
Iexpect each of us, regardless of rank, to support this palicy
and to take prompt action to stop any acts of sexual harass-

ment witnessed against a Guard employee.

In short, sexual harassment cannot and will not be '

tolerated. My personal emotions during the investigation
of the current incident, have tun the gamut from disap-
pointment to outrage. Rest assured that [ am committed to
prompt disciplinary action once allegations of sexual
harassment are substantiated; and to the elimination of any
incidents of alleged sexual harassmen: in the future. 1
need your commitment to that same goal.

THE 1990s - A Time for Austere
Military Budgets?

The recentevents in Eastern Europe coupled with the
spending limitations of the Gramm-Rudman law has accel-
erated Congress and the Department of Defense to look for
ways to reduce defense spending.

When will this take place? Unfortunately budget
reductions have alrcady taken place this year. $1.2 mil-
lion dollars was withheld from HIANG Operations and
Maintenance (O&M) funds at the beginning of this fiscal
year. Because 85% of our O&M budget is required to
support our technician payroll, this would have meant that
at least 25 full-time positions would need to be vacant
throughout the year. Fortunately, after the signing of the
military spending bill, we now anticipate the reductions of
HIANG funds will be smaller.

Since we still will not be 100% funded for all our
requirements, the HIANG Financial Management Board
imposed a hiring freeze for current vacant technician posi-
tions. Each unit has an established saving goal that is based
on its technician strength, but will have an opportunity to
justify hiring for positions that are considered critical. In
addition, a 50% reduction of technician travel funds was
initiated to further save funds.

We are still awaiting the return of part of the $1.2
million that was withheld at the beginning of this year.
The actions we are initiating now will certainly help us
from taking more stringent measures during this fiscal
year.

Happy New Year! Yes, another chancc to keep all
those resolutions 1o get in shape and take betier care of
your health. One good way is to keep current on your
immunizations. Are you aware that in deployment and
mobility processing that if immunizations are not current
an individual may not be allowed to deploy? The other
possibility is that the individual may have to receive the
immunization at that time. That means, instead of “sore
arms and minor discomforts” experienced in the comforts
of home; you can experience them on a C-130, or in the
field. The choice is yours, so please stay current.

Healthful Hint: Dietary Cholesterol, How Much Should
I Eat?

Although cholesterol intake does matter, it is not
“poison” for the vast majority of people. What matters
more is the amount of saturated fat in the diet, which
should be eaten in moderation. This means eating more
than five whole eggs a week (yolks are high in dietary
cholesterol, but low in saturated fats); and restricting fatty
meats, chicken skin, whole milk dairy products (ice
cream, 2% milk), the tropical oils (coconut, palm, and
palm kernal oils), lard, beef fat, chicken fat, animal short-
ening and butter. Itis also known thar increasing soluble
fiber in the diet (oat bran, oatmeal and legumes) may be
helpful.

It is important to know your total blood cholesterol
level. Be sure to have it checked at least every year. And
remember, “Secretariat’sdeath proves thateven OAT BRAN
has its limits...” - Hope Health Letter
Dental Note:

Teeth are designed for two major jobs. Chewing
food and for smiling. Avoid bad habitslike chewing onpens,
pencils, fingernails, unshelled nuts and ice. They can break,
crack or wear down tooth enamel and injure the gums
causing infection. !

* Only 9.8 %, of all working women, were employed in
finance, insurance, and real estate industries, the third major
source of employment.

* 51.7% of all women employed in Hawaii belonged in two
of the eleven occupational categories — administrative
support, including clerical, and service occupations.

* Although there have been gains in some of the occupa-
tional groups, women represented only 6.9% of the total
workers in transportation and material moving and 8.2% in
precision production and repair fields.

* Women constitute 51.7% of all workers in the profes-
sional specialty fields, which included lawyers, engineers,
architects and physicians. Also, included in this group were
noncollege teachers and nurses, occupations traditionally
held by women. When these two occupations are dropped,
women made up 30.8 percent of the total workers in the
professional specialty occupations.

Yes, there has been improvement in the status of
women. More women are employed in higher paying occu-
pations. This movement needs to continue, since over-all
women earn less than men, 69 cents to a man’s dollar. The
inequity is important becanse modem conditions have
changed. Many women are single ora single parent. Raising
children on a one income, comfortably, or being able to
retire, comfortably, ofien requires more than what many
women earn.

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NEW RESTRICTED AREA IN
AFFECT JANUARY 15, 1990

The Air Force has announced that all Air National
Guard units must begin increased protection of their high
value assets, especially aircraft, as soon as possible. As a
result, CINCPACAF has directed the 15th Air Base Wing to
upgrade our aircraft parking ramp to a ‘C’ Priority Restricted
Area. The National Guard Bureau has advised us to take
whatever actions we can to comply with the new Security
requirements.

What this means to you, is:

1. People and vehicles entering and exiting the flightline
must use the entry Control Points and wear their Restricted
Arca badges while inside the area.

2. If there is someone on the ramp without a valid badge and
notunderescort, they should be challanged, and if necessary,
reported to 15SABW Security Police.

3. Anyone with a valid badge may escort someone into the
area. No “E” is required, unless we’re actually mobilized
and during an ORI or other exercises. Under those condi-
tions the ramp is upgraded to a ‘B’ Priority Restricted Arca
like our Alert facility. Our Alert facility is a *B” Priority
Restricted Area at all times.

The upgrade will also include reporting the move-
ments of aircraft and eventually the posting of Guards,
however, at this time the 15th ABW will only be increasing
their patrols of our ramp. It’simportant to point out that there
will be a grace period of 30 days before the Air Force will
actually detain people for non-compliance, however, after
the grace period, you might find yourself at the business end
af an M- 10, kissing concrete if you decide to take the new
Security procedures lightly.

Taking Security seriously is always an inconven-
ience, so take comfort in the fact that the new requirements
are meant to protect our valued assets, which includes you.
