According to Air Guard health
service administrator Captain Jam-
es Hardin, about 20 volunteers, or
two-thirds of the entire unit will
be involved in the program. After
being bused to Waimanc, the R.N.s
and medical corpsmen will work in
five teams of three. The Guards-
men hope. to test all of the 700
patients at the center in one day.

This Saturday's project follows
earlier dimmunization programs by
the Dispensary, among them Operat-
ion Swallow, an early introduction
to oral vaccine in Hawaii, and the
